The Columbus City Dress Code Policy includes:

Shorts and skirts are knee-length

Students ARE NOT allowed to wear slippers, flip-flops, or shoes that have

wheels.

 Neatness, cleanliness, and good taste are expected.

 Clothing should not distract or interfere with the learning environment.

  Suggestive pictures, writing across the seat area of skirts, pants, shorts,

and clothing that advertises 

alcohol, drugs, gangs, and/or violence/death are not permitted.

To meet the expectations of the District Dress Code Policy, 

Weinland Park students are to wear uniforms: Uniforms can Include:

Black, navy, or tan bottoms (pants, skirts, shorts) and/or dresses

 Solid color Polo style/Collar Shirts (blue, red, white, yellow, etc.)
