Program History 
The Columbus Gifted Academy (CGA) is a self-
contained gifted program housed at the former
Everett Middle School in the historic Short North Arts
District.  We serve a diverse set of students from 65
schools throughout the Columbus City Schools
district.

CGA is an intentional cluster grouping of self-
contained gifted classrooms that serves students in
Grades 3-8 who are identified as gifted and talented in
either a) superior cognitive ability or b) reading and
mathematics. Families do not apply to the program
via lottery.

Purpose: To engage, enrich, and empower gifted
learners through unique, rigorous, self-directed
educational experiences in a collaborative learning
environment that supports the whole child within and
beyond the classroom. 

CGA exists as an essential component of the gifted
service model serving students with the most
significant neurodivergent learning needs and
fostering a community of intellectual peers.
