Do’s and Don’ts - Students With Disabilities

Do take steps to promote anti-bullying culture —Take these steps to

improve your school climate.

1. Raise awareness about bullying. Teach all students what appro-
priate behavior looks like and how to treat others with respect.
Train them to appreciate others’ differences.

2. Make staff members visible. Increase adult supervision in spaces
where there is less structure during the school day, such as the
cafeteria, gym, and playground. There should always be some-
body close by who can keep an eye on what’s going on and inter-
vene if necessary.

3. Train teachers to emphasize proper social skills. Instruct them to
promote good behavior on an ongoing basis.

Don’t use Title | to provide required special ed, EL services— In a Title |
targeted assistance program, Title | funds may only be used to pro-
vide supplemental instruction to students identified as most at risk of
failing to meet academic standards.

Students with disabilities or who are English learners may certainly be
included in a targeted assistance school’s Title | program. BUT schools
must be sure to not use the Title | program to provide the services
those students are entitled to under the IDEA or other federal, state,
or local programs.

Do include ELs, students with disabilities in your teacher equity plans
An ambitious definition of ‘equitable access’ that reflects the fact that
certain subgroups of students—including English learners and stu-
dents with disabilities—have been historically underserved. As a re-
sult, they may need greater access to excellent educators than their
peers in order to get and remain on track to graduate from high
school ready for college or careers.

Don’t skip spending Title | funds to increase student access to STEM
materials, equipment - Example: LEAs may use IDEA Part B funds to
provide assistive technology devices to students with disabilities so
that they may participate in STEM courses.

And district may also use Title Ill, Part A funds to improve instruction
for English learners by acquiring supplemental digital learning re-
sources and software that enable them to better access STEM con-
tent, including materials in languages other than English.
