Grades 1-3 car riders are dropped off and picked up at the front door. Kindergarten car riders
may be dropped off at the front door, but must be picked up at rooms KiI and K2 at
the front of the building. Parents do not enter the building once dismissal begins

Car riders Parking is limited to Maplewood, Teakwood and Green Hpple. Parking is mot permitted on
Avalon Avenue or in the bus turn around in front of the school.
