Beechcroft has 43 Highly Qualified teachers in addition to ten paraprofessionals, four of which are child care
attendants. Three therapists who all work with our 9 units of special needs students are also an integral part
of our team. Beechcroft is one of four CCS high schools selected to participate in an innovation grant in
partnership with Columbus State Community College and Jobs for the Future. Our students have the
opportunity to begin earning post-secondary credits while attending college courses at Beechcroft High
School. Beechcroft offers Advanced Placement classes in Calculus and 11th Grade Language and Literature.
It offers Kenyon Academic Partnerships in English Literature 103 and 104, Political Science and Chemistry.

It also offers Challenge courses in Humanities English 9th and 10th and Humanities Social Studies 9th

and 10th.
