SPECIALTY LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES/CURRICULUM

At Linden S.T.E.M. Academy we plan for standard based rigorous instruction for students. Instruction is
differentiated and provided in small groups to address learning gaps for individual students. We work as a
team to develop approaches to teaching to support authentic real-world problem-solving based learning to
prepare our students to graduate from High School. Linden S.T.E.M. Academy functions as part of the
Linden-McKinley S.T.E.M. High School feeder system where students are challenged to use their knowledge of
science, technology, engineering and math to become tomorrow’s innovators, engineers, mathematicians,
artists, doctors and scientists.
