UNIFORM DRESS CODE REQUIREMENTS  
 

Fairmoor Elementary has a uniform dress code that was adopted in 2006, in conjunction with parents 

and staff.  It will be enforced and in effect for the 2019-20 school year.  All students are expected to be 

in uniform on the first day of school and each day thereafter.   

 

The following clothing items are allowed as part of the uniform dress code:  

 

 Navy blue, light blue, or white shirts are permitted.  Shirts are to be solid in color (no stripes, 

photos, decals, graphics, etc…).  Polo-style shirts, dress shirts, or blouses are permitted.  These 

can be short-sleeved or long-sleeved. 

 Navy blue or tan/khaki pants, shorts, skirts, jumpers, and dress pants are permitted.   

 Pants, shorts, and skirts are to fit securely at the waist. 

 Length of pants is not to extend lower than the back of the heel.  (Pants should not touch or 

drag on the ground.) 

 Shorts and skirts are to be no shorter than mid-thigh. 

 Shoes are to cover the entire foot and be appropriate to safely participate in physical education 

and recess activities.  Athletic-type shoes are recommended. 

 

Clothing Items Not Permitted:  
 

 Sandals, flip-flops, open-toed shoes, high heels, or any other shoes that do not allow students to 

safely participate in school activities such as recess and physical education are not permitted. 

 T-shirts are not permitted. 

 Spaghetti straps, tank tops, sleeveless shirts, halter tops, tube tops, cut-off shirts, and any shirts 

that leave the midriff (stomach/waist area) exposed are not permitted. 

 Logos, photos, graphics, or writing on shirts, pants, shorts, skirts, or jumpers are not permitted. 

 Jeans, leggings (except under jumpers), yoga pants, athletic pants, basketball/athletic shorts, and 

sweatpants are not permitted. 

 No sagging pants or shorts.   

 No baggy or oversized clothing. 

 Pants are not to be so long that they drag the ground/cause tripping. 

 Hats, bandannas, sunglasses, sweatbands, and sweat wristbands are not permitted. 

 Sleepwear is not permitted. 

 See-through clothing is not permitted.  

 When in doubt, if a clothing or accessory item is not on the “allowed” list, don’t 

wear it to school.
