2. SCHOOL DAY: Breakfast begins at 8:30 a.m. Classes begin at 9:00 a.m. NO CHILDREN SHOULD
ARRIVE AT SCHOOL PRIOR TO 8:30 a.m. for safety reasons. We cannot provide supervision of
children until 8:30 a.m. We appreciate your help with keeping the boys and girls safe that attend our
school.

3. CALENDAR FOR 2022-2023: A copy of the District Traditional Calendar is included with this letter.
Specific dates of special events occurring at Northgate Intermediate will be given to parents via school
newsletter, parent reminders, phone dialer, and on the school website.

4. DRESS CODE: For the 2022-2023 school year, Northgate Intermediate will follow the Columbus
City Schools Dress Code Policy. Please refer to the information attached to this letter which outlines the
Student Dress Code/Basic Head-to-Toe Guide on what not to wear to school.

5. ATTENDANCE: Every Day Counts! Please refer to the information attached to this letter which
outlines procedures if a student is absent from school (information located above Student Dress Code).

6. BREAKFAST AND LUNCH: The daily breakfast and hot lunch program will begin on the first
day of school, Wednesday, August 24, 2022. Breakfast starts at 8:30 a.m. in the cafeteria and IS FREE

lunch can be ordered for your child.

7. TRANSPORTATION: You will receive a mailer before school begins from transportation listing your
child’s bus stop and time. Please notify the school immediately if this information is not correct. It is
very important that we know where to send your child when school is dismissed on the first day. The bus
stop is determined by the address that the district has on file for your family. If you moved over the
summer, parents are now responsible for verifying/changing their addresses in their Parent Portal
(information attached).

8. DISMISSAL: The school day ends at 3:30 p.m.

9. SCHOOL ACCESS: Our main office door is located on Sharon Woods Blvd. It is the entrance to the left
of our school parking lot. You will have to ring the doorbell to gain access. Ms. Krawiec, our school
secretary will buzz you in. If you are picking up your child early, please remember to bring your driver’s
license.
