Assessment: The students will be graded in class based on:

1. Responsibility: They will earn a 3, 2, 1 according to the scale and 2 points if properly dressed. 
(See description below)

2.  Assignments: Written work/Handouts, Test/Quiz, Portfolio (Points will vary)
Assignments and written tests given throughout the semester are points added to the participation points. A 
total will then be calculated at the end of each 9 week grading period for a final grade. If a student is absent 
for more than 2 days per 9 weeks they will receive a zero for each day missed. Students will record and assess 
their progress of overall wellness of the fitness components, skill, and content knowledge required by the State 
Department of Education of OHIO.

One dress cut will be allowed for each 9 week grading period. After the 1 free dress cut is used for each 9 weeks, points will be deducted for improper dress.

	When a student does not comply with the rules and expectations:
1st offense--Student will receive a verbal warning.
2nd offense--Student letter grade will be lowered according to the National Standard not achieved.
3rd and Final offense—After 2 phone calls to the parent(s) student will be written up on a 190 form and sent to the office to be dealt with according to the district and school policy.
